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YORKSHIRE FILM OFFICE STATE AID /SUBSIDY CONTROL
In order to minimise the distortion of competition, the UK has Subsidy Control provisions which set limits on how much public financial assistance can be given to organisations operating in a competitive market. This is an offer letter for the maximum value of the assistance (Gross Grant Equivalent) under this scheme of £5,340.

The assistance being provided is classified as Subsidy under Article 3 of Title XI of the Trade and Cooperation Agreement between the EU and the UK. The Subsidy Control provisions permit Subsidy provided to any one organisation over a three fiscal year period (i.e. your current fiscal year and the previous two fiscal years) up to the sum of approximately £332,000 (as of July 2021) but the precise amount can be accessed via the Special Drawing Right calculator: https://coinmill.com/SDR_calculator.html
You must declare this amount if asked in the future to any other subsidy awarding body. For the purposes of the Subsidy Control provisions, you must retain this letter from the date on which the aid is granted and produce it on any request by UK public authorities. You may need to keep this letter longer than 10 years.
